Background

Purpose of the Job 

The role is to provide a high quality, specialist service to victims of sexual violence working within a multi-agency setting to provide an empathic and pro-active support service to victims of sexual violence aged 17+ and their families, within and outside of the criminal justice system.

This role is part of SV2’s Independent Sexual Violence Advisor (ISVA) service, which comprises of a team offering emotional and practical support to individuals who have experienced sexual abuse or rape. This position is covering the whole of Derbyshire within an allocated area. 

Accountability 

The ISVA will be line managed by the Advocacy Delivery Manager and is accountable to the Head of Operations. The post is part of a wider team at SV2 delivering a range of support services to victims of sexual violence.
Main Duties and Responsibilities 

General 
· Deliver appropriate individual face to face or phone/online support services to victims and their families in Derbyshire who have experienced sexual violence or abuse at any point in their lives

· Manage a caseload of clients, undertaking an assessment of need for each client and foster a positive, supportive and empowering relationship
· Monitor and record progress and outcomes for clients utilising SV2’s case management system, client support plan and other systems, as required

· Monitor, maintain, plan and prioritise own work and client caseload

· Liaise with criminal justice agencies and other victim & witness support services and provide updates to clients re their case

· Respond to safeguarding issues and liaise with staff in accordance with SV2’s safeguarding policies
· Accompany clients to relevant health and legal appointments, if appropriate to do so 
· Provide support and information on relevant issues such as sexual health, housing, benefits and court or police procedures

· Provide information and support in relation to Criminal Injuries Compensation

· Seek to ensure, where possible, people are able to access the help they need to enable them to cope and recover from their experience

· Provide information and reports for managers, as required

Professional

· Develop positive relationships with partners such as the police, health services, CPS, courts, local authority social care, Multi-Agency Safeguarding teams and other voluntary organisations 
· Develop and maintain knowledge and skills relevant to this area of work   which meet the needs of the Organisation, client group and sexual offences legislation.
